Recent political positions taken by the current Spanish government regarding
international security matters have generated understandable concern among
many of our American partners.

As representatives of Spain’s professional hunting community, we want to
state clearly that these positions do not reflect at all the views and values of a
large part of Spanish society, and certainly not those of Spain’s rural and
hunting communities. Spain has long been a nation of explorers, innovators,
and trusted allies. The values of respect, responsibility, and freedom that unite
hunters transcend political circumstances.

To our American friends, clients, and partners: Spain remains a welcoming,
safe, and proud destination for international hunters. The bonds that unite
sportsmen are built on shared values that transcend political circumstances.
